
Quinta do Lago and Vale do Lobo Golf Courses 
 
 

 
 
Sao Lorenzo (Quinta do Lago): Par 72 
 
Sao Lorenzo is one of the most prestigious golf courses in the Algarve, notorious 
for its proximity to the beautiful pinewood and Ria Formosa salt water lagoons. 
The American golf architect, Joseph Lee designed the course and the beautiful 
Bermuda grass fairways provide perfect playing conditions.  
The course is laid out in a figure of eight, and the course offers fantastic facilities, 
such as a Clubhouse with a golf pro shop, bar and restaurant.  
 
 

 
 
Pinheiros Altos (Quinta do Lago) : Each 9 holes is a Par 36 
 
Pinheiros Altos is one of the Algarve’s most successful golf courses. The 
respected American architect, Ronald Fream, designed the original 18 holes and 
George Santana da Silva, designed the additional 9 holes, which were opened in 
2007. The course has three contrasting nine hole formats, known as the Pines, 
the Corks and the Olives. The firm, fast and testing greens, sown with Pentcross 
Bent and combined with the Bermuda fairway grass, provide resilient and 
excellent surfaces on which to play golf and make Pinheiros Altos a must play 
course when visiting the Algarve. 



 
 
Vale do Lobo Royal: Par 72 
 
The Royal golf course in Vale do Lobo contains one of the most picturesque holes 
in the whole of the Algarve. The 16th hole, with its famous cliff top carry- over is a 
must see for any golfer visiting the Algarve! The rest of the course will not 
disappoint, as the fairways are set between the beautiful pines and lakes, making 
the game a real pleasure to play.  
 

 
 
Vale do Lobo Ocean: Par 73 
 
Unsurprisingly, the Ocean golf course in Vale do Lobo makes it name due to the 
magnificent ocean views it has to offer. Particularly for the back nine holes, as 
some almost stretch their way down to the beach itself. The front nine holes are 
somewhat hillier but with ocean views to be seen from most, it makes the 
players experience exhilarating and is another course that shouldn't be missed 
when visiting the Algarve.  



 
 
Victoria (Vilamoura): Par 72 
 
Arnold Palmer in Portugal designed the Oceanico Victoria course. As one of the 
best and most sophisticated golf courses in Europe, every care has been taken to 
ensure the preservation of the wetlands and the typical vegetation of carob, olive 
and almond trees.  

The course features 5 or 6 tees per hole with extensive water hazards and 
cleverly positioned bunkers. In addition there is an exceptional driving range 
and a putting green of some 2,500m². 

The Oceanico Victoria golf course is an 18-hole, PAR 72 championship layout, 
measuring 6651m from the back tees. Opened in 2004, Oceanico Victoria is a 
unique, unforgettable experience for all who play there, and is a major venue for 
top international tournaments. It was host to the Portugal Masters from 2007 to 
2014 and also host to the PGA World Cup in 2005. 

 

 
 
Quinta North: Par 72 
 
The Quinta do Lago North Golf Course is located within the luxury estate of 
Quinta do Lago. The course has four great par-5 holes, which provide attractive 
views of the surrounding area and require power and accuracy to successfully 
play them. Hole 14 in particular is fantastic! The course tends to favour the golfer 
who can draw the ball. 



 

 
 
Quinta South: Par 72 
  
The 18-hole championship Quinta do Lago South Golf Course is located within 
the luxury estate of Quinta do Lago and was redesigned in 2014. The original 
course was used several times for the Portuguese Open. This course provides an 
enjoyable game experience for players of all standards. 
 

 
 
Laranjal (Quinta do Lago): Par 72 
 
The Laranjal Golf Course is one of the newer courses and is located close to 
Quinta do Lago Resort in the Algarve. The latest course in the Almancil area has 
many lakes and obstacles. The narrow fairways of the Laranjal Golf Courses and 
well defended greens require good concentration and club accuracy to navigate 
the testing course laid down over a rolling and well defined topography. The 
Laranjal course has five par 5s, eight par 4s, five par 3s set amongst a mixture of 
pines, cork oaks and orange trees. To add to the challenge and vista there are five 
beautiful lakes.
